Set Up Formation      ¾ time 
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Part One

    A’s join Rt hands and step together on ct. 1, hold ct. 2 & 3, repeat away from each other on the next measure and repeat the entire process again.

    Then the A’s face up the set, then out and walk down and around the B directly below them in the set ending up in their original spots in the set.  A’s have 12 cts. for this move.

     B’s then repeat  the above moves but instead of facing up, out and down, they face down, out and go up around the A directly above them and return to their spots in the set.

    This entire part is repeated one more time.

ALL SHOULD BOW AS THEY RETURN TO THEIR ORIGINAL SPOT.

Part Two

   Starting from the top make groups of 4 dancers, Two A’s and Two B’s.  These four join hands in a circle and do four step, close,, holds to the right and then four to the left.  

Part Three

    The four dancers place their right hand in to make a star and step into the center while raising their hands up into a “Tower” in  3 cts. and then back in 3 cts. with the hands lowering.  Repeat once more.

Part Four

     The four dancers join hands and walk 12 steps to the right.

Then...

- A’s repeat Part One

- All repeat Part’s Two, Three and Four

- B’s repeat Part One

- Everyone Bows
