Down on the Corner


Song by “Credence Clearwater Revival”

Formation:  Couples in a double circle facing each other.

Dance starts when singing starts.

The basic step to this dance is as follows:  

“Step-touch, step touch walk, walk, walk touch”

  It will begin on a different foot for each dancer because of the direction they are facing.  The step will be used in multiple positions.

Part 1:  Couples facing they start with the basic step moving CCW.  Outside person starts Right and inside person starts Left.  Couple repeats the basic step moving CW.  As they begin the walks they “open up” and walk side by side holding only one hand.  As they do the last step (walk) they pivot 180* dropping hands before the turn and joining the other hands after the turn and then touching the other foot to stop the turn.

Part 2:   Couples are now facing CCW, side by side with inside hands joined.  They do the Basic step again but with the following directions:  Away from each other, towards each other and then a three step turn away from their partner.  Clap on the touch.  Repeat the step but move towards your partner on the first step and then away on the second followed by three walks back to your partner.

Repeat the dance from the beginning.

Modifications:  To make this a mixer have all dancers move one position along the circle on the last step when they walk back to each other after the turn.  The outside person will take the person behind their partner and then inside person will take the person in front of their partner.
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
